EMERGENCY DRILL: LOCKDOWN

Dear Parents and Caregivers,

Today the school had an emergency Lockdown Drill. There are many reasons why a school chooses
to go into a Lockdown and this would happen if it is deemed that the children and staff are safer
inside. The school is obliged under Work Health and Safety to regularly undertake emergency critical
incident drills. After each drill the staff evaluate any changes that need to be made to refine the
process. This is the purpose of the drill. Children in the younger grades are given a social story to read
and take home to enable them to talk about the experience. They are taught what to do in a safe way.
